The tallest building 
currently planned on site that extends the language of landscape 
and surrounding nature. With gently rounded corners and curved 
glazing, the tower rises to the sky with a softness in its architecture 
and elegance in design. Below it, the podium displays a fine degree of 
materiality and focus on articulation from the ground level.
